Brain injury is one of the leading causes of disabilities. It mainly affects adults and it includes symptoms like motor difficulties and memory problems. Therefore, having experienced a brain injury, one finds it challenging going back to their normal every day life. One of the aspects that are clearly influenced is the ability of going back to work.

The current study is investigating people with brain injury who have managed to return to work. Specifically, I am interested to know how it feels like going back to work after having survived a brain injury. You will be asked about your own experiences and you will be given the opportunity to share these experiences, from your own point of view. The aim of this study is to gain a better understanding of the process that a person with brain injury goes through in order to go back to work. In that way, rehabilitation services can change towards what is best for each individual. Improved rehabilitation services can lead to better support for the people with brain injury.

The interview will take place at your own convenience. During the interview, you are welcome to talk about any aspect of going back to work you wish. Any information you provide, like names or address, will be kept confidential.
