Re development of a new publication for one-handed parents by DPPI

DPPI is a small UK based registered charity, controlled by disabled parents, which promotes better awareness and support for disabled people considering, during and after pregnancy, and as parents. We publish a range of informative guides of interest to disabled parents, prospective parents, health and social work professionals and students; please see publications list attached and or our website for more information. 

DPPI are currently working on producing a new guide for one-handed parents. The exact content and scope of this new publication has yet to be determined, but it is likely to include practical suggestions and tips on baby care for one-handed parents, as well as useful resources and contacts.

In the production of the most recent DPPI guides, we have adopted a practice of using a consultative process in order to provide and shape the content. For example the recent guides for visually impaired parents involved the input of a steering group comprising visually impaired parents, voluntary organisation representatives and health professionals.

We want to ensure that the new guide for one-handed parents is of a high quality, and I am therefore now looking to recruit some interested parties who have either personal or professional interest in this subject, to join a steering group. 

The main role of the steering group members would be to ensure that content of the new guide is relevant, accurate, and up to date. This would be done by commenting on drafts, and making suggestions regarding required content. Although it may be useful for members to meet at some point, I anticipate the majority of communication would be via email.

I am contacting you today in order to invite you to join this steering group. If you are not able to participate yourself, I would be most grateful if you could pass this information on either to an appropriate staff member of your organisation, or a one-handed parent that you are in contact with, who might be interested in helping DPPI with this work.

Please feel free to contact me for further information or to discuss your possible involvement; it would be helpful if you could get back to me as soon as possible so that we can see who we have got on board and move forward with this work.
